3. Provide for my child a minimum of 30 minutes of uninterrupted time, without TV, devoted to reading, at least 5 times a week.

4. Maintain accurate access via phone numbers and address.

5. Make certain my child attends school on a regular basis, with minimal absences only when necessary.

6. Make certain my child is on time for school (in class by 8:20 am) and ready to learn once in the classroom.

7. accept the responsibility of my child’s actions at home and at school.

AS A STUDENT, I WILL…

1. work on my self-discipline

2. Do my homework each night and complete class work.

3. Spend 3 hours per week of uninterrupted time to work on school work.

4. Attend school on a regular basis.

5. Be on time and ready to learn when arriving at school.

6. Accept responsibility for my actions at home and at school.

AS A TEACHER, I WILL…

1. Encourage students to maintain their self-discipline.

2. Encourage completing all homework and all school assignments.

3. Give the example of sustained silent reading and sustained silent writing in class to promote working uninterrupted.
4. Reward and encourage regular punctuality and attendance.

5. Help students foster the ability of taking responsibility for actions at school and home.

6. Communicate with parents regularly regarding any concerns or needs for their child’s education.
