ASYNCHRONOUS [EA&IIIIIG

e Asynchronous learning happens independently
utilizing Canvas. Teachers may provide materials for
reading, videos to view, notes to study, assignments for
completing, activities, assessments, independent work
time, etc...

e Both asynchronous learning and synchronous learning
is utilized during the school week in an effort to
maximize engagement and limit online screen fatigue

* Wednesday schedules will be largely asynchronous

TEACHER OFFICE HOURS

e Teachers will have dedicated office hours in their
schedules where they are available to respond to
student questions, contact parents, address technology
concerns, provide feedback to students, reach out to
students who have missed class, schedule individual or
small group academic intervention sessions, etc....
